Mrs. Bowser had a plumber visit on 2-4-14 because her toilet wasn’t flushing properly, she purchased a new toilet for $212.93 on 2-15-14 because she thought the toilet was the problem and had the plumber install in on 2-24-14 for $82.980.  She is requesting reimbursement for a total of $370.73 because she believes the City is responsible. A call was received at 5:30 pm on 2-10-14 from 210 Lynn Circle reporting a sewer backup.  The service  line was flushed and WPSCO employee returned on 2-11-14 and determined that they would have to dig it up to completely clear the blockage; therefore, 811 was called for a “Locate” which requires three days for all companies to locate their facilities, thus the “ok date to dig” was 2-13-14 because this was not an emergency.  It rained on2-14-14 (Friday) so we dug it up on 2-17-14 (Monday) and found a defective 4’ sewer service which was repaired.  The sewer from 208 Lynn Circle is connected to 210 Lynn Circle by a Y; therefore, 208 Lynn Circle was also affected.  There wasn’t any delay on the part of the City in responding to the report of a sewer backup because this was not an emergency, the 811 Law had to be followed and rain delayed WPSCO from digging 2-14-14.  Working/digging in heavy rain creates safety issues and is not done unless it is an emergency.  This is a unique set of circumstances that has not been addressed before.  W-1.
